FRESNO WATER TOWER
-City of Fresno Web Stie

The Fresno Water Tower was completed in Novemkjer
1894 at the corner of Fresno and O streets forl0®20 |t
was built by the Fresno Water Company, then a &ipp
to the City. Chicago architect George Washingtornéta
designed the building, patterned after a centwids-
water tower in Worms, Germany. The tower stands 1(JO
feet high. An interior wall supports a storage témt
held 250,000 gallons of water. The base of redkpric
covered by plaster; the 250,000-gallon tank, risihgve
the catwalk, is built of riveted steel plates impdrfrom
Sweden. What with the leakage and being out ofistep
the city's growing water system, the tank was slown
and drained in 1963. It was placed on the Nati&ea]-
ister of Historic Places in 1971. The water toweemed
as a visitor center in 2001.
